The original pews were retained, together with the wide board floor . . 

The church from its own funds caused a new furnace' to be installed, replacing the two 
unsafe furnaces previously in use . Likewise with their own funds, the congregation placed a 
new roof covering on the church hall. 

Because of the O'Connor Foundation assistance, the North Blenheim United Methodist 
Church has taken a new lease on life. It bids fair to enter upon an extended era of activity as 
not only a preserved historical building, but as a living church with a mission to the people of 
the community who look to it for spiritual sustenance and training.
